Blabberize

1. Go to the website: www.blaberize.com.  Click on “Log-in/Signup” at the bottom of the screen. 
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2. If you already have an account, simply log in.  If you need to create an account, use the “SignUp” side by entering your information.  When registration is complete, you can now log-in on the left-hand side.
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3. Once logged on, you will see a screen displaying any Blabbers you previously made.  To create a new blabber, simply click on “Make” at the top of the screen.
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4.  You will now be prompted to load your picture.  Simple click “Browse” and locate the picture on your computer.  (Note: pictures work better if they are facing forward with a noticeable mouth).

5. You can now choose to crop your picture if you wish using the pink circles in the corners of your picture.  When you are finished, click the arrow to continue.

6. A red blob will now appear on the screen; this is the “blabber mouth”.  Move it over the mouth of your picture.  You can use the dots in the corners to adjust the shape and size of the mouth to fit your picture.  When you are satisfied with the mouth, click the arrow in the corner to continue.  (Note: you can choose to make an additional mouth with the pink square button if there are two animals or people in your picture.)
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7.  It’s now time to record your Blabber’s voice.  You can choose to call in the sound, upload a sound already recorded, or record your own voice right now.  In this case, we will be recording now.  Many Macs have built-in microphones, so there is no additional hardware required.  If you are using a PC, you may need to use an external microphone to record.   If you use a built-in microphone, you will have to click “Allow” to use it.
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8. When you are ready to be begin recording, hit the red circle; press it again to stop recording.

Note: The louder your voice, the more the mouth on your picture will move.

9. You can press the Play button to hear what you have just recorded.  If you make a mistake, click the X in the corner of the recorder to start over.  When you are satisfied, click on the arrow in the bottom right corner to continue.

10.  On the next screen you can preview your object once more by pressing the pink Play button.  Click “OK” in the corner to continue.

11.  You will now have the choice to make another scene, edit the one you made, or to save your project.  

12.  When you are ready to save, click “Save.”
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13.  You will be asked for some information about your project, including the title, description, and tags (key words).  You can choose to make it private so that it will not appear on the main page for everyone to see.

14.  When you click save, you will be given several options.  Click on “Share it!”

15. You will see a code appear for your project. Select all of the code and copy it:

16. This code can then be pasted in a website, such as your teacher homepage.

17.  You can always go back and edit your projects by logging-in and going to “My Stuff.”
